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SECRETARY’S ANNUAL REPORT



THE SOUTHERN COUNTIES ARCHERY SOCIETY (SCAS) is a Regional Society of the Grand National Archery Society (GNAS) trading as Archery GB, and is concerned with, and responsible for, the 14 English Counties east of a rough line drawn from the Wash to the Hampshire/Dorset border. All counties except Suffolk have their own associations; Suffolk archery is administered by Essex. The Isle of Wight and the Channel Islands are considered, for archery purposes, to be part of Hampshire. SCAS is the largest region in the country, having just over a third of all AGB archers within its boundaries.

JUDGES’ LIAISON OFFICER REPORT

2022 saw a return to a more normal year following the pandemic, however the effects of it and the cost of living increase are still being felt by clubs and archers. My thanks go to all the Organisers, archers and Judges for their dedication and support during the current difficulties. Their hard work enables our sport to continue.

The SCAS Judge Committee of Hannah Brown, Richard Pilkington and Katy Lipscomb, would like to thank all the SCAS Judges team for their hard work during the year, which has seen a lot of changes to the rules.
There have been a few changes in the list of Judges. As at 1st January 2023 we have 55 Judges in SCAS. This comprises of 5 International Judges, 1 Continental, 15 National Judges, 11 Regional Judges, 10 County Judges and 13 Candidate Judges. We had 6 new Candidates join us through the year and also 1 National Judge, David Leach join us from WMAS and 1 Candidate Youth Judge, Adam Trott join us from NCAS. 

Sadly one of our judge family passed away during the year. In March Stephanie Pettit, a retired Judge from Norfolk passed away. Stephanie retired from Judging after many many year service and was awarded the title of SCAS Judge Emeritus and AGB Emeritus in recognition of the huge contribution she made to judging, not only in SCAS but nationally. Many of our current Judges were either trained by Stephanie or by someone trained by her.

Unfortunately some Judges have stepped down in 2022. They were Maggie Pearce, Adam Kentrop, Guy Perring, John Owen and Jack Wilson. We thank them for their hard work during their careers and which them well for the future.

Due to the reduced number of tournaments we only carried out one assessments this year. Many congratulations to John Gorman who passed his County Assessment. Congratulations must also go to Robert Potts who was appointed as a World Archery International Judge and to Lee Miller who passed his assessment to be a World Archery International Judge Candidate. 2022 also saw the World Archery and World Archery Europe Judge reaccreditation and I am very pleased to say that all the SCAS Judges passed.

Returns for the year were up on the previous years, but still down compared to pre-pandemic levels, with 781 Judging days through the year. This means the average number of Judging days per person is 16.98 days (based on having received 46 returns from of 55 Judges).
